Check-In Time:	9:30 am – 11:00 am





Parade Time:			12:00 noon





Check-In Procedure:	Check in at the table on the corner of “I” Street NE and Main St SE next to the (brick building). This is just 7 blocks east of Auburn Way. Give the name of your entry to one of our marshals at the check in table. You will be given a map and an entry number.  This will be your order in the parade. 





Staging	Staging will be coordinated by the Seafair Parade Marshals.  They can answer questions about where to stage. They will be directing the timing of each parade unit. Please look for their signal to start your entrance into the parade. 


	


Parade Route:	Main Street from “L” Street NE/SE to “A” Street NW/SW (dispersal is north on “A” Street NW – follow Police or Parade Marshal’s signals)





Length:				Approximately 14 city blocks





Judging Guidelines:	Entrants must indicate they would like to be judged on their registration application. Entrants will be judged at a point just west of crossing Auburn Way (about midway in the route). Please be sure to make your presentation there and also across from the Justice Center.





Awards: 	Winners will be announced and receive their plaques at the Mural Stage at 2pm. Awards will be given for Bands, Drill Teams, Dancing/Gymnastic Groups, Community Spirit Award, Clowns, Antique Cars, Antique Trucks, Overall Fun, Parade Theme, Animal Units, Musical Entries and the Scooper’s Award. If you miss your award presentation, you can pick up your plaque at the Information Booth located at B St. NE & Main Street. 


	


Rest Rooms:	There will be a portable toilet on the corner of “I” Street NE near the check-in/information booth.





Parking for Wagons, Mounted


Units & Honey Bucket Brigade	Park and unload in the small southeast parking lot of the Auburn High School Performing Arts Center just off  Main Street. The Seafair Parade Marshals will be on hand to direct the line up.

Trucks, Cars and all others	Park on the side streets near staging area (I, J, K and L Streets, etc). PLEASE DO NOT BLOCK THE ROUTE! The Seafair Parade Marshals will be on hand to direct the line up.
