Additional Parade Information:





Staging - Staging will be coordinated by the Seafair Parade Marshals.  They can answer questions about where to stage.  They will be directing the timing of each parade unit.  Please look for their signal to start your entrance into the parade.


Parade Route – Main Street from “L” Street NE/SE to “A” Street NW/SW (dispersal is north on “A” Street NW – follow Police or Parade Marshal’s signals)


Parade Length – Approximately 14 city blocks.


Judging Guidelines – Entrants must indicate they would like to be judged on their application form.  Entrants will be judged at a point just west of crossing Auburn Way (about midway in the route).  Please be sure to make your presentation there and also across the from Justice Center.


Awards – Winners will be announced and receive their awards at the Mural Stage at 2:00 pm.  Awards will be given for bands, drill teams, dancing/gymnastic groups, community spirit awards, clowns, antique cars, antique trucks, overall fun, parade theme, animal units, musical entries and the scooper’s award.  If you miss your award presentation, you can pick up your award at the Information Booth located at B St. NE & Main Street.


Rest Rooms – There will be a portable toilet on the corner of “I” Street NE near the check-in information booth.


Parking for Wagons, Mounted Units, Honey Bucket Brigade – Park and unload in the small southeast parking lot of the Auburn High School Performing Arts Center just off Main Street.  The Seafair Parade Marshals will be on hand to direct the line up.


Parking for Trucks, Cars and all others – Park on the side streets near staging area (I, J, K and L Streets, etc) PLEASE DO NOT BLOCK THE ROUTE!  The Seafair Parade Marshals will be on hand to direct the line up.

Once your unit is in place in the line-up, PLEASE DO NOT MOVE IT!


Late-comers will be placed at random.


Mounted units must provide their own waste disposal system.  (We even have the Scooper’s Award for this)


Vehicles manufactured after 1969 are ONLY allowed as tow or emergency vehicles.  Other vehicles must be 1969 or older (you must provide your own vehicle).


If you vehicle arrives before you, marshals at check-in will direct you to your staging position.  You must be with your entry vehicle no later than 11:30 am.  Please arrive early!


NOTHING MAY BE THROWN FROM FLOATS, MOVING VEHICLES, OR BY PARADE PARTICIPANTS ANYWHERE ALONG THE PARADE ROUTE.  Such practices create a safety hazard and endanger persons along the route.  Noncompliance will result in expulsion from this and future Auburn Good Ol’ Days parades.  In addition, future rights to any Auburn parade award will be forfeited.


Anyone 12 and under must be accompanied by an adult.  Accompanying adult must sign a permission form that must be submitted at the time of registration.


Floats and other self-propelled entries must be in good and safe working order, and able to complete the parade route.  A FIRE EXTINGUISHER IS REQUIRED in all motorized units.


Only forward maneuvers will be permitted unless approved by parade officials in advance.  A minimum/maximum spacing of 50 feet between each unit is to be maintained.


Alcoholic beverages and tobacco use are forbidden in the staging area, on any unit or person, participant or on the parade route.  ANY ENTRANT CAUGHT passing out tobacco products along the parade route will be prosecuted.


Auburn Good Ol’ Days parade committee reserves the right to deny participation to any entry prior to or during parade for failure to follow instructions of Parade Officials or adhere to parade directives and rules or any entry deemed inappropriate for family viewing.


All units must have completed/signed entry application prior to start of the parade.
