Vendor Rules & Clauses


Please read this page in its entirety.  This sheet contains important information for you as an appreciated vendor in the Auburn Good Ol’ Days festival.


By signing this application, payment of registration/fees and becoming a vendor constitutes acceptance of your understanding and compliance all of rules and regulations set forth.


The festival reserves the right to refuse and prohibit anyone or any product/service being sold or distributed.


The Festival Director’s actions and decisions are final.





Vendor Conduct & Responsibility


Festival vendors will conduct themselves and their volunteers in a personable and businesslike manner with customers, festival staff/volunteers, public and other vendors.


Keep all music and noises to a comfortable level and to not bother surrounding vendors.


Please stay with your booth.  


Please keep your own spaces clean, helping to keep the premises clear of litter.


If any vendor should, at any given time, present themselves in a manner contrary to these rules and regulations, or is hazardous or offensive to the public or other vendors, staff, volunteers, etc, upon request of festival staff, shall immediately stop offending conduct.  Failure to immediately comply will be just cause for revoking vendor’s permit and will be asked to leave the festival premises promptly.  If failure to leave, festival is authorized to remove all property of said vendor from premises at the owner/vendor’s expense.  The festival is not responsible for any and all loss associated with the removal and is not responsible for storage or safekeeping of property removed.





Vendor Assignments


We assign our vendor spaces as equitable as possible, taking into consideration of vendor’s participation in the past, postmark on return application, space available, power and electrical needs and positioning of other vendor spaces.


If you prefer to have an adjoining space with another vendor, please note this on your application form.


We try our very best to give people their requested space whenever possible, but with a large number of vendors and variances in needs/requests, it is not always achievable.





Booth Spaces


Booth spaces are a 10’ x 10’ space provided on asphalt/concrete.


Tables, chairs, shelters, etc. must be provided by vendor.


When setting up your space, please keep in mind the safety and concern of other vendors surrounding you and for the concern/safety of the public.





Check-In Location & Set up/Breakdown Times


Set up begins Friday, August 10th – Check-in at Information Booth (B St. NE & Main St, Auburn, WA)


Food Vendors – check in Friday, 5:00 pm


Commercial, Arts & Crafts, Non-Profit – check in Friday, 6:45 pm


Young ‘Uns Square – Option to check in Friday evening, 6:45 pm or Saturday, August 13, 8:00 am


All vendors must be open Saturday & Sunday, 9:00 am – 6:00 pm (option to stay open Friday evening during the live entertainment and Saturday evening during the street dance)


Breakdown begins Sunday, August 12, 6:00 pm (Must be done by 8:00 pm when the roads re-open)


Failure to remove booths by 8:00 pm will incur a $25 fee plus labor of $25 per hour to remove.





Security


Evening/overnight security will be provided, Friday and Saturday night to help eliminate or reduce vandalism and theft that could potentially arise.  We HIGHLY recommend nothing of value be left inside your booth.  The festival will not accept responsibility for theft or damage to any product, merchandise or equipment.
